Open and Novice Divisions will be combined if an insufficient number of couples have registered for
either division.

Each couple will perform two dances. One must be fast and the other must be slow. Couples are
responsible for bringing their music to the competition DJ thirty (30) minutes prior to start time. If a
third dance is needed, the music will be selected at random by the Judges.

The order of dance in the first round will be determined by drawing just prior to the competition. The
order will be reversed for the second round. The Novice Division will start both the first and second
rounds.

Couples will be judged based on the following categories:
A. Dancing on Beat
B. Dancing Together
C. Quality of performance — smoothness, degree of step difficulty, originality, crowd
enthusiasm
D. Required Steps

1) Basic — together
2)  Pivot- full
3) Boogie Walk — together
4) Duck Walk — together
5) Belly Roll

Novice Division
